Berkley City Code, Chapter 130, Vegetation, Article Il Trees, Bushes, and Shrubs

Section 130-33, Authority of City Manager or Designee,

(a) The City Manager or his designee shall have the power and control over all trees now
existing or which may be planted within the boundaries of the city.
